Website Information for the AFTER School Detention Program:
On behalf of Mrs. Fadli, Principal of Kenmoor Middle School, this announcement serves as notification to our parents/guardians of the implementation of an afterschool detention program. Detention may be offered as an alternative to suspension for students who have been involved in persistent minor Level 1 and/or Level 2 disciplinary infractions. Detention Hall will be a serious, academic environment in which the student will not be allowed to talk and must work on homework, classwork or assignments that will be provided in detention hall. Any assignments that are provided in detention will not be graded or recorded. Listed below are some examples why a student may be assigned to detention.

Level 1

1. Unexcused Tardies (5 or more)

2. Reporting to Class Unprepared (3 or more times)

a. Continued Classroom Disruption (3 or more times)

b. PS74 must accompany the student

c. Student must be seen by an administrator.

3. Public Displays of Affection Inappropriate Touching

a. Kissing

b. Hitting/Punching

c. Hugging/Groping

4. Too loud or boisterous on the school bus

5. Riding an unassigned bus or using an unassigned bus stop.

Level 2

1. Continued Dress Code Violation

2. Continued Disrespect/ Insubordination

3. Loitering; Class Cutting/Truancy

4. Disruptive Speech (excessive cursing or joaning)

5. Fighting 

6. Disorderly Conduct

7. Vandalism/Destruction of Property

8. Using foul or abusive language on the bus

9. Throwing objects on or from the bus. 

The following rules MUST be followed at all times while in detention:

1. Students are required to sit in assigned seats.
2. Students will not be permitted to talk, eat, drink or chew gum.
3. Students will work on academic assignments (classwork or homework)
4.  If a student fails to bring his/her work to detention, generic work will be provided.
5.  No Sleeping will be permitted.
6.  No electronic devices will be permitted.

Violation of any detention hall rule will result in additional days being assigned and/or suspension out of school. Failure to report to Detention Hall will result in Out of School Suspension. All school and code of student conduct rules are in effect during the assigned hour. 
Detention Hall will be held Monday thru Thursday from 4:30pm to 5:30 pm.                                         
Parents will be notified by the administrative staff that his/her student has been assigned detention. Before accepting this alternative to suspension, parents/guardians must agree to provide transportation home or authorization for the school to release the student to walk home after detention. If a parent does not accept this alternative then the student will receive an out of school suspension.

If transportation is being provided, the student must be picked up no later than 5:45pm or additional detention days may be added. 

C. Detention Hall is defined per the Code of Student Conduct as:

The Principal, or teacher upon approval by the Principal, may establish a Detention Hall. The Detention Hall shall meet daily, or as needed, before or after regular school hours, with the time for each session determined by the administrator. The Detention Hall shall serve as an alternative to a suspension for students who have been involved in persistent minor Level I or Level II disciplinary infractions. The Detention Hall may be organized to serve the needs of each individual school but shall be obligated to follow these basic guidelines:

• Schools offering the Detention Hall shall list the violations

of the Code of Student Conduct which may be dealt with by

optional use of the Detention Hall. Each school shall notify

students and parents/guardians of these violations.
• The school shall utilize investigation procedures listed under

Section VI.E, Short-Term Suspension, to show the student is in

violation of the Code of Student Conduct.
• The school shall provide adequate staff supervision to ensure a

serious academic atmosphere in the Detention Hall.
• The student and parent(s)/guardian(s) shall be given the

option of choosing Detention Hall in lieu of suspension. The

Principal shall make the final determination to accept or reject

the student’s choice after considering parental reaction and the

availability of transportation.
• The student must abide by the decision in this matter. Failure to

adhere shall result in the suspension originally designated for

the offense in question.
• If the parent(s)/guardian(s) select suspension, the student shall

serve the suspension.
• Detention Hall may not be assigned to a student in excess of ten

days for a given violation of the Code of Student Conduct.
• The Board of Education shall not be required to furnish

transportation to any student selecting Detention Hall as an

alternative to suspension. However, the student must have

appropriate transportation home in order to be assigned to

Detention Hall. Suitable transportation may include, but is

not limited to, the Activity Bus or arrangements the parent(s)/

guardian(s) can provide, and normal bus disciplinary

procedures apply. If transportation is unavailable, the student

may be suspended.
