WELCOME to the 2021-2022 school year!   It is my hope that every member of the Central High School community has been

safe and well while enjoying your summer. We look forward to seeing all students at Central High School, 200 Cabin Branch

Road, Capitol Heights, MD on Wednesday, September 8, 2021, the first day of school. The school day is 7:45am

-2:25pm daily.  We are extremely excited about returning home to our renovated school.

As we prepare for the 2021-2022 school year,  it is important that we continue to protect ourselves during these changing

times.  Therefore, students, staff and visitors, regardless of vaccination status, will be required to wear a mask while inside

schools and to and from school on the bus.  Students are asked to bring their own mask to school daily. The CHS

administration is committed to provide a safe and sanitary environment  by providing hand sanitizer and disinfectant wipes for

all classrooms and common areas and encouraging frequent hand washing.

UNIFORM EXPECTATIONS

Central High School has a mandatory uniform policy that all students are expected to adhere to daily. Students have a choice

of wearing a navy blue or white collared, oxford or polo-style shirt and tan colored khaki style pants. Leggings, jeggings,

sweatpants and joggers are not acceptable and hoodies can not be worn throughout the building.

BUS INFORMATION

Bus schedules for the 2021-2022 school year will be mailed home via a postcard on Monday, August 23, 2021.  Students and

parents will have access to bus information beginning Monday, August 23, 2021 via SchoolMax, as well.

CHROMEBOOKS

Students are required to bring their PGCPS issued Chromebook to school each day.  If your child is new to the school district

or does not have a school issued device, one will be provided to them during the first week of school. It is expected that

students charge their device nightly in preparation for the next school day.  It is imperative that students avoid logging into their

personal emails (non PGCPS email accounts) on school issued devices.

Eligibility information may be used to

qualify newly eligible children for SY21-22 and summer 2022 Pandemic-Electronic Benefit Transfer (P-EBT) benefits

and other district sponsored programs and school funding.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE

Attendance will be closely monitored by teachers, administration and Pupil Personnel Worker.  Please make sure that when

your child misses a day of instruction that he/she returns with a note.  Students will have the opportunity to make-up missed

assignments for excused absences only.
