• English Grammar for Life and Work 

• Bridge to Academic ESL 

• Citizenship Preparation (you must meet the 
legal requirements for U.S. citizenship).   

 
The tuition cost for Transition ESL courses is  
$105—$205, depending on the course. 

Adult Education ESL (English for Speakers of Other 
Languages) classes are for adults, 18 years of age 
or older, from other countries who want to learn to 
speak, understand, read and write English.   
 
Adult Education ESL is for you if: 

• You would like to develop your speaking and 
understanding of English for life or work, 

• You would like to develop your English-
language skills for employment,  

• You would like to develop your English skills to 
assist your children in their school life.
