b. Failure to include in its agreements with MBE subcontractors a provision requiring submission of payment reports
in full compliance with COMAR 21.11.03.13B (4): $85.00 per MBE subcontractor.

c. Failure to comply with COMAR 21.11.03.12 in terminating, canceling, or changing the scope of work/value of a
contract with an MBE subcontractor and/or amendment of the MBE participation schedule: the difference
between the dollar value of the MBE participation commitment on the MBE participation schedule for that
specific MBE firm and the dollar value of the work performed by that MBE firm for the contract.

d. Failure to meet the Contractor’s total MBE participation goal and subgoal commitments: the difference between
the dollar value of the total MBE participation commitment on the MBE participation schedule and the MBE
participation actually achieved. :

e. Failure to promptly pay all undisputed amounts to an MBE subcontractor in full compliance with the prompt
